Robert Trent ha actuado en los continentes de América del Norte y del Sur, Europa y Asia, tocando
guitarras modernas, laides renacentistas e instrumentos histéricos del siglo XIX, en particular, el

Scherzer de 10 cuerdas y la auténtica guitarra del siglo XIX.

He also holds a Master of
Arts of degree in music from Trenton State College (now The College of New Jersey) from
whom he has received the Distinguished Music Alumni Award, and a Bachelor of Music in
performance from the Philadelphia College of Performing Arts (now the University of the Arts).

Dr. Trent is in his 30th year as Full Professor of Music (Guitar and Renaissance Lute studies) at
Radford University where he is in his 22" year as director of Radford University’s Annual
International Guitar Festival, and was named Radford University’s “Distinguished Creative
Scholar” and was awarded “Dalton Eminent Scholar” by the same. Many of his students are
performers, educators,producers, recording artists, and administrators at all levels in the U.S.,
and in Asia.
